5. Example
Please see the examples below. Your exchange courses may be equivalent to ‘one to one’ exchange with ANU courses, or you may need to use multiple courses to make up one ANU course credit/6units, or vice versa. 

In the example below, the first Waseda course is (4 units), therefore equivalent to 1 x ANU (6 unit) course. Other Waseda courses are only (2 unit) courses, so you may need to do 2 x Waseda (2 unit) courses to make up 1 x ANU (6 unit) course.
